1. We have reviewed the accompanying Statement of Unaudited Financial Results of AMBA RIVER 

COKE LIMITED (“the Company”), for the quarter and six months ended September 30, 2021 

(“the Statement”), being submitted by the Company pursuant to the requirement of Regulation 

52 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as 

amended.   

 

2. This Statement, which is the responsibility of the Company’s Management and approved by the 

Company’s Board of Directors, has been prepared in accordance with the recognition and 

measurement principles laid down in the Indian Accounting Standard 34 “Interim Financial 

Reporting” (“Ind AS 34”), prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with 

relevant rules issued thereunder and other accounting principles generally accepted in India. Our 

responsibility is to express a conclusion on the Statement based on our review. 

 

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review 

Engagements (SRE) 2410 ‘Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the 

Independent Auditor of the Entity’, issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India 

(ICAI). A review of interim financial information consists of making inquiries, primarily of the 

Company’s personnel responsible for financial and accounting matters, and applying analytical 

and other review procedures. A review is substantially less in scope than an audit conducted in 

accordance with Standards on Auditing specified under section 143(10) of the Companies Act, 

2013 and consequently does not enable us to obtain assurance that we would become aware of 

all significant matters that might be identified in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an 

audit opinion.   

 

Attention is drawn to Note 7 of the Statement which states that the statement of cash flows for 

the corresponding six months ended September 30, 2020, as reported in the accompanying 

Statement have been approved by the Company’s Board of Directors, but have not been 

subjected to review. 

 

4. Based on our review conducted as stated in paragraph 3 above, nothing has come to our 

attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying Statement, prepared in accordance 

with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in the aforesaid Indian Accounting 

Standard and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, has not disclosed the 

information required to be disclosed in terms of Regulation 52 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations 

and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended, including the manner in which it 

is to be disclosed, or that it contains any material misstatement.

Basecl on the assessment of COV!D-19, including current wave and related lockdown, on the operations of the 
Company and ongoin9 discussions wi th the management of the parent company, vendors and service providers, the Company 
believes that It would be able to serve tl1e Paren t company orders and obtaining regular supply of raw materials ilnd l<iglstlr.s 
services. In view of take or pay agreement with the Pnrent company for supply of Pellet and Coke, the management does not 
foresee any material adverse impact of COVID-19 on its business. The Impact of COVID·19 may be different from that 
estimated as at the date of approval of tliese fin ancial results, and the Com pany will continue to closely monitor the 
developments. 

5 The Company based on assessment of eligibility and en titlement under the 'Package Scheme of Incentives 2007' ("the 
Scheme") read with subsequent resolutions Issued by Government under GST regime, has recognised the GST incentive under 
the Other operating Income. The Company vlcle its letter dated April 23, 2021. responded to the 1irovlslonal sanction orders 
received from the Government. The ma11a9er11ent believes , based on independent legal advice, that certain modalities or 
sanction and dlshursement of incentive prescribed under the ilforesaid resolutions and provisional sanction orders lssuml 
the reuncler, are not legally tenable and wil l contest It appropriately. Accordingly, the Company has continued to recognize the 
Incentive amJre9atin9 to Rs. 10.99 crore and Rs . 19.65 crore for th e quarter and half year ended September 30, 202.1 
rcwe.c.tlvely (Rs. 21.6:3 crore, Rs. 41.01 crore for the l1alf year ended Sept.ember 30, 2020 and for the year endc.cl March 31, 
2.021, respectively).
